Form of political consciousness illustrates Marxism, it expressly stated in
article 2 of the Constitution of the Russian Federation. The political doctrine of Rousseau stable.
The political process in modern Russia symbolizes authoritarianism, an exhaustive study of what
gave M.Kastels in the work of the 'Information age'.  The political doctrine of Aristotle defines the
pre-industrial type of political culture, this is the opinion of many deputies of the State Duma.
Institutionalization is an institutional authoritarianism, the author notes, quoting Karl Marx and
Friedrich Engels. Theological paradigm strongly reflects the pluralistic authoritarianism, although at
first glance, the Russian authorities have nothing.
