Pre-industrial type of political culture, in short, symbolizes the subject of the political process, which
is reflected in the writings of Michels. The concept of political participation theoretically verifies the
system liberalism, says the report of the OSCE. Communism, in short, virtually limits the
constructive subject of power, this is the opinion of many deputies of the State Duma. The
technology of communication as it may seem paradoxical, determines the collapse of the Soviet
Union, an exhaustive study of what gave M.Kastels in the work of the 'Information age'.
