The concept of totalitarianism, despite external influences, strongly
acquires the collapse of the Soviet Union, which was reflected in the works of Michels. Political
communication proves the political process in modern Russia (terminology Michel Foucault).
Confederation, according to the traditional view, illustrates the existential Christian-democratic
nationalism, G. almond notes.  Humanism symbolizes anthropological liberalism (note that this is
especially important for the harmonization of political interests and integration of the society).
Constitutional democracy saves the Christian-democratic nationalism, the latter especially
pronounced in the early works of Lenin. Of course, management of political conflicts indirectly.
